Each time you use your regis-
tered VISA or Mastercard at various local and online PACE businesses, Audubon PTSA receives a donation 
from PACE.  The first time you make a purchase at any of the PACE retailers with a registered VISA or 
Mastercard, you receive a 20% discount on your purchase.  Annual membership is $25 and you can register 
as many cards as you want per membership.  The PACE annual membership campaign starts January 22nd 
and ends February 11th.  During that time, kids can earn a prize with two (2) paid memberships.  If you 
renewed your PACE membership in September, your child will receive credit toward the prizes with that 
membership renewal too.  Look for a packet in your child's backpack coming in January.
